In a Bible full of 
promises and miracles, tithing is the 
one area where God has allowed us 
to test him.  Malachi 3:10: “Bring the 
whole tithe into the storehouse, 
so that there may be food in My 
house, and test Me now in this,” 
says the LORD of hosts, “if I will not 
open for you the windows of heaven 
and pour out for you a blessing until it 
overflows.”

Let giving flow freely and 
cheerfully from your heart, every 
day.  If you do, I believe that you will 
find, as I have, that the 90% left after 
tithing will go further than if you kept 
100% of your earnings!
